REVIEW OF CDB STRATEGY

The director circulated the report of the CDB workshop review as prepared by Mr. Sean O’Riordan. The board agreed that this was a very good initiative in relation to shaping the purpose and role of Wexford CDB moving forward, and would provide an excellent foundation for the CDB review to be undertaken.

In relation to the sub-committees being formed for the review of the CDB strategy, it was agreed to amend representations as follows:

Co. Wexford Community Forum to be represented on both the Rural Development and the Education Sub-Committees;

The Business sector through the representative of the Wexford Chamber of Commerce to be represented on the Infrastructure Sub-Committee;

The Director of Community and Enterprise to be represented on the Urban Development Sub-Committee.

The Director outlined that he hoped to present a comprehensive report on the CDB review with the finalised listing of priority actions at the next meeting.

CDB WORK PROGRAMME:

The Director outlined that a work programme for the CDB review had been prepared and circulated to the members with the notice of the meeting. This work programme is required to be submitted to the Dept. of Environment, Heritage and Local Government.

On the proposal of Cllr. Malcolm Byrne, seconded by Ronan Mulhall, the work programme was formally agreed by the CDB and it was agreed to submit it to the Dept. of Environment, Heritage and Local Government.

SUICIDE PREVENTION TASKGROUP:
It was noted that the Suicide Prevention Taskgroup of Wexford CDB had recently completed two Community Gatekeeper programmes in Gorey and New Ross respectively, and that a national taskgroup and policy on tackling suicide had recently been developed which made specific reference to the pioneering work of the Wexford taskgroup on this sensitive issue.

The board complimented the taskgroup on their on-going work.

The Director circulated the Childcare Census Report for Co. Wexford as prepared by the Co. Wexford Childcare Committee.
