        Nomination of delegates to the SGM must be received by 5pm, Friday, 29th October 2010. Two delegates per forum are entitled to vote at the meeting.   
        Nomination of observers to the SGM must be received by 5pm, Friday, 29th October 2010. There is no restriction on the number of observers that can attend from your forum.
All correspondence must be emailed to incvf@dhr.ie. This includes the motions; the amendments; and the names of the delegates and observers who will be attending the SGM.
